Objectives 

Research in biomaterials represents a national and European priority (hot area), whose approach requires an interdisciplinary cooperation between chemistry, biology, physics, (bio)materials science, medicine, informatics and an exceptional and expensive research infrastructure, as well as a critical mass of highly trained researchers.
